What does this mean for practitioners?

Don’t stop educating children about stranger
danger!

Be aware that the words and actions of parents and
teachers directly inform how children perceive the
internet.

Educating children about the more “likely” risks
should be prioritised.

Co-using social networking sites with children may
provide a more balanced digital education.

Discuss the risks associated with social media but
also the benefits.

Use different social media with Zara and talk
about the risks and benefits for each one

range of social media, not just blanket risks and
benefits

Don't leave her to learn about it
herself.
