Modern Languages

Depending on your degree, you can study one, two or even three
languages. French, German, Italian and Spanish are all taught at advanced
or beginners’ levels. Alongside core language modules to develop your
skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing in the relevant language(s),
throughout your degree you can choose from a wide range of options,
including modules on translation and translation studies, literature,
culture, film and the visual arts. In your third year you are able to enjoy the
fantastic benefit of a year abroad and in your final year you can choose to
write a research dissertation on a topic of your choice.

Year abroad
